Then comes the problem of Rule 25.1A “The need to use uniform title varies…. Base the decision on …the following: 4) whether the main entry is under title (see 21.1C).” I guess I could add a 730 or 740 for added entry uniform title. Based on Dr. K.’s General Comments from Assign #2, “consider title searchable fields: 740 (if the title is NOT in the authority files; uncontrolled title). I have no idea whether or not this title is in the Title Authority Files, so I will make it an uncontrolled 740 added entry for uniform title. I’m still not convinced that I need 130, 245, and 740, as they all say nearly the same thing.
